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A SUMMER PHOTO -ADVENTURE

EVER WONDER WHAT HAPPENED TO THAT EXPENSIVE POND KOI YOU BOUGHT?

This summer | was lucky enough to find an osprey nest complete with one adult and three babies. By
the time | discovered them the fledglings were almost full grown. You can imagine the spectacle
having 4 osprey flying above your head, calling, gliding an d perching in the forest trees nearby. They
put on such a show, | was in awe. The wingspan on these birds is probably close to 3 feet, so catching

them in flight is quite a challenge, especially when trying to change the zoom while tracking the bird!

My first visit found one adult perched atop a telephone pole. The 3 babies flying around over the
soccer field they call home. The nest for these birds must have a diameter of 3 - 4 feet, made of sticks
and is set atop a light post at a soccer field in Ba denoch. As the field is on the South east corner the
setting sun provided beautiful lighting, but alas very difficult to catch the birds in flight as the shutter

speed required, proved to create an end result that was too dark......1000 shots later, | vow ed to try
again.

My second visit proved even more futile. As | arrived, the osprey were in the nest, but now we are
down to 2 babies and one adult. Now the only thing separating the babies from the adult is really just
the size of it's talons. These b irds make a lot of noise, especially when they are perturbed by
something....the soccer players showing up, kicking balls around angered them enough that they left

me standing there cursing the players.

My third visit.....I was prepared! Tripod, 150 - 500mm zoom, 8GB card, ready to go! The field was
empty, but now only one baby and one adult remained. They screached at me as | approached the
nest and | desparately tried to slink quietly closer and clos er. The birds became angry enough with me
that they flew away and left me there, saddened again that | was missing the opportunity! Luckily, 1
waited and my patience paid off. The young bird came back and was louder than ever! Screeching
and screeching . When | saw the adult approaching with something glinting in it's clasp, | understood.

The adult was returning with the fledgling's supper!

| did my best to capture this event, but let's just call it a learning experience! Have you ever been so
excited by what you were shooting that you didn't realize in your haste, you pushed some setting

button on your camera that would mess up probably the best photo opportunity you've had to date?

I'm sure I'm not the only one who had suffered through this agony I The good thing is that I learned
something new about my camera (after the fact) and | won't likely have that happen again! | did get
some "interesting" shots which | will share!
